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Educational Lesson Plan

I. Prep (1-2 Weeks prior to Kickoff date)

a. Establish a PR Committee and have them get out flyers and announcements

b. (see Flyer #1)

c. (see Flyer #2)

d. Put an announcement on the morning announcements 

II. Kickoff Day

a. Hand out stockings in homerooms:

i. Start with Peer Mediation and student council homerooms

ii. Next day- Make stockings available for entire school

iii. Have a certain location available in the school where students can come at any time of day to pick up or drop off stockings
III. Reach for the Goal

a. Announce ultimate goal on kick off day

b. Show school’s progress with a progress charts such as the one supplied available on the Stockings for Kids website. Fill in the progress chart as stockings are turned in
a. See stocking progress flyer
c. Keep updates on morning announcements

IV. End of the Stocking Drive

a. Set collection date for school at least 4-5 days before stocking deadline- there will be late stockings!

b. On deadline day- Peer Mediators spend day stapling toppers on stockings and labeling toppers

c. After School – Mediators sign up to be drivers to drop-off location (Mercedes-Benz, Boscov's)

d. Load truck and cars and drive to drop off location

V. After Drive

a. Congratulate school for accomplishments on morning announcements

b. Write out thank you notes for all who participated and helped with the drive (excluding donors… but behind the scenes people)
