	The students determine how many stockings they want to fill and place one large order of stockings on-line at www.b101radio.com/sfk. Each student will take at least one stocking home with a letter that tells the parent/guardian what the stocking is for. The student, along with his family will go shopping for items to fill the stocking with. The student should realize that his/her stocking will go to another boy or girl who, without that stocking, would otherwise not have any holiday presents.

	Verification

(Steps to check for student understanding)
	· K-4: Have the learners write/discuss how it felt to fill a stocking for another child. How does it make him/her feel to do good deeds for others? 
· 8-12: Write a one or two page reaction paper based on their experience with Stockings for Kids.

	Activity
